Good Communication is Very Important to Us!
At Team Greenville we work very hard at keeping our swimming family well informed.  We use a variety of methods to get the message out.  They include:

Team Newsletters The Team Greenville News Splash will be published each week with important announcements about upcoming events.  Once per month in place of the TG News Splash the Team Greenville Times will be published with detailed information and swimmer recognition.  All parents and swimmers are urged to read our publications regularly to keep up-to-date on what's happening on our swim team.  It is distributed via e-mail, posted on our website, and extra copies are available in the team mailbox.    If it is happening on Team Greenville, read about it in our publications!

Team Mailbox Each family will have a folder established in the TG "mailbox" at Lakeside.  Parents and swimmers are reminded to check their mailbox each time they come to practice.  The team newsletter, calendar, and other important announcements will be distributed there.  The top drawer of the mailbox has folders for each coach, current meet information and other forms, plus in-boxes for the Club Treasurer, Incentives Program Coordinator, special events, etc.

Important Announcements Each day at practice announcements will be made to the swimmers.  These announcements will also be posted on the dry board behind the blocks for the swimmers, and posted on the team bulletin board for parents.  Parents are encouraged to check on the website, bulletin board, and with their swimmers to keep up-to-date on what’s what with TG.

What is the G.C.R.D.?
The Greenville County Recreation District is structured as a special purpose tax district chartered by the state legislature in 1968. It is overseen by a seven-member board of Commissioners who are recommended by Greenville County Council and approved by the Governor.

The District is one of the largest providers of public leisure time opportunities in the state of South Carolina.   50 individual park sites provide the setting for a wide range of activities from casual picnicking and camping to ice skating, hockey and public skating .  Three waterparks, swimming, tennis, equestrian activities and youth and adult sports represent just a sampling of some of the programs offered by the District.  Special programs offered year-round include community center activities, day camps, programs and facilities designed for special needs populations, as well as instructional opportunities in various sports.


The District assesses a 4.5 mill operational tax (approximately 2 cents on the property tax dollar) and serves the majority of Greenville County.  Residents of the cities of Greenville, Greer, Mauldin and Simpsonville are not a part of the District and therefore pay no taxes to the District.


Team Greenville has been  a program of GCRD since June 1994.  Through the partnership of GCRD and the Team Greenville Booster Club, Team Greenville is able to offer a full-service  instructional swimming program for every member of the family.
