Simply amazing best describes this incredible year for Team Greenville swimming as we race toward the Senior Zone championships in Houston! Championship time is TG’s time to shine, and the results of the past weeks bear witness to the boundless excitement, vision, determination, joy, hard work, persistence, and winning-team spirit that defines the TG program and our swimmers. Those special qualities, together with our fun, child-centered family atmosphere and an exceptionally caring, professional staff mark TG as the best place for kids to be swimming anywhere! 


Our largest-ever TG family celebrated countless outstanding individual achievements and team accomplishments during this long course season. We saw so many amazing races that brought us to our feet and took our breath away! TG swimmers garnered hundreds of personal bests and have already rewritten many TG all-time records! Here is just a sampling of an abundance of TG highlights:


The TG Senior Sectional team led off July’s championship flurry competing at the University of Tennessee challenging a host of the top swimming athletes from all over the Southeast. In fine form TG rose to the challenge with nearly 90% earning new LTBs. Andrew Tanzey led the TG scoring, and along with Morgan Trickett, Christine Hughes, and relay teammates Keelin McNamara, Bailey Dowe, and Kiah Bellows, led TG’s championship charge! Andrew also set a new TG record in the Senior 200 IM clocking a 2:10.96 and earned his first ever USA Junior National qualifying standard! Morgan earned her USA Short Course National Q time of 2:24.15 in the 200 IM! KUDOS TG Sectional team! TG swimmers travelled en-mass to Augusta for the South Carolina State meet. Nearly 70 of TG’s finest arrived ready to swim fast, have fun, and make waves! From the first blast of the starter’s signal TG swimmers rocked the house with one incredible performance after another earning a hard fought second place in the team scoring race! An astounding 97% of our TG swimmers swam LTBs setting hundreds of new personal bests! As always TG relays set the tone for awesome team spirit and victory with 12 TG relays earning top 3 finishes spearheaded by a dominating win from the senior girls 400 medley, great runner-up finishes by the senior boys 800 free (which set a new 17-18 state record of 8:04.47 by Andrew Tanzey, Pablo Ortiz, Blake Schaeffer and Blake Buchanan) and 400 medley, our 13-14 girls 400 medley, and the 11+12 girls 200 medley relay! TG’s senior girls medley champions (Keelin McNamara, Christine Hughes, Jessica Mason, and Anna Impson) were joined on the winners stand by individual champions; Christine Hughes-Senior (100+200 free, 100+200 breaststroke, 200 IM), Stephanie Borum 13-14 (100+200 breaststroke), Alaina Riordan 9-10 (50+100 breaststroke), and  Harrison Howerton 11-12 (100 back). Harrison Howerton led an avalanche of TG age-group scoring joined by Annie Hope Mazzola, Brian Riordan, Stephanie Borum, Alaina Riordan, Adam Impson, Thomas Caldwell, Ali Snover, and a host of others! TG’s Senior attack was launched by top scorers Christine Hughes and Blake Buchanan, and propelled by great efforts from Keelin McNamara, Pablo Ortiz, Wyatt Boliek, Blake Schaeffer, and Bailey Dowe! Noteworthy among the abundant breakthrough achievements by our TG swimmers were Christine Hughes’ USA Short Course National Q time of 2:24.13 in the 200 IM, a new USA Junior National Q time by Wyatt Boliek of 2:27.55 in the 200 breaststroke and a new NCSA Q time of 2:10.47 in the 200 butterfly set by Pablo Ortiz! Especially exciting were the amazing fast swims and points scored by so many of our fine, young, first and second year age group swimmers! With so much budding talent and an ever-growing team the future looks incredibly bright for TG! TG’s trademark and unmatchable team spirit and total support for every swim, from our TG swimmers, family volunteers, and spectators stands alone as an example of how positively and brightly a youth team can SHINE!  Congratulations Team Greenville! As I write this column several of our TG swimmers are in Orlando, FL competing as members of the SC Zone Championship team! TG swimmers Harrison Howerton, Stephanie Borum, Keelin McNamara, and Wyatt Boliek all earned selection to the team by virtue of their outstanding performances at the State Championships.
